Courses Designed or Substantially Revised:

V598—Law for Global Business. This course is taught in Seoul, Korea as a part of the Kelley/Sungkyunkwan EMBA program. The course provides a comparison and contrast between U.S. and Korean trade law in the context of the international trade law environment. I wrote a 6-chapter text to provide students with current reading materials.

X573 – Contracting to Minimize Risk (at the request of the Kelley Corporate Online Program and China International Marine Corporation.) This course was taught in a blended format—both during a one-week in residence at Indiana University and for four weeks in an online format. The course introduced Chinese managers to the risks inherent in doing business globally and demonstrated how to effectively use contract law to mange those risks.

L411-International Business Law (created an international business law course and later transformed it into a blended/hybrid course for undergraduate students. Every class is supplemented by online audio/visual lectures which students access in advance of attending the in-class discussions.)
